The angels are full &f lif
and character, some of them playing instruments like
their smaller cherultcompanions around the bowl, one
with a book of music. The pillar of the font depiotst
lions and woodroses but angels and hunibustrative

of the sacraments @Baptism and the Mass. Again, they
are full of character, as if pausing for photogsapkfore
setting aboutheir business. It is a splendid, joyful
piece. a super testament to 14th centurv humot

A short walk from the village centre is the lovelyucch
of St Mary, which stands on a gentle rise, surreanily
trees. The tower, complete with clock, can be deen
miles! The church has great detail in the flint stoork,
especially the "checker board" under the main window
Inside, the church is well looked after and has some
interesting stained glass. The east window of temcel
is by Hardman of Birmingham and was put in when the
chancel was rebuilt inl856-7 as a memorial to the
Revd. Jonathan Dawson. The windows in ¢ast end of
the north and south aisles are mediestdined glass.

Over the main road, you will find the residentialrpof
the village. Hidden beyond some houses is the yove
village church of St Nicholas. The earliest sumiyi
feature is the round tower, which dates back toltta

century and has a 14th century octagonal extensium,
of the best preserved in the country. Inside, ydufiwd

a stunning hammer beam roof (Gothic open timber),|an
almost uniquel5th century brick font and a scheme of
wall paintings dating back to the 14th century.
